Rudyard Kipling, born in Bombay, India, on December 30, 1865, made a significant contribution to English Literature in various genres including poetry, short story and novel: and best known for his works The Jungle Book (1894), The Second Jungle Book (1895), Just So Stories (1902), and Puck of Pook's Hill (1906); his novel, Kim (1901); his poems, including Mandalay (1890), Gunga Din (1890), and "If—" (1910); and his many short stories, including "The Man Who Would Be King" (1888) and the collections Life's Handicap (1891), The Day's Work (1898), and Plain Tales from the Hills (1888). He is regarded as a major "innovator in the art of the short story"; his children's books are enduring classics of children's literature; and his best work speaks to a versatile and luminous narrative gift[image: 200px-Kiplingcropped].
He spent his early childhood in India, Bombay, where an ‘aya’ took care of him and where under her influence he came in direct contact with the Indian culture and traditions. Of Bombay, Kipling was to write:
Mother of Cities to me,
For I was born in her gate,
Between the palms and the sea,
Where the world-end steamers wait.
 His parents decided to send him to England for education and so at the young age of five he started living in England with Madam Rosa, the landlady of the lodge he lived in, where for the next six years he lived a life of misery due to the mistreatment - beatings and general victimization - he faced there. Due to this sudden change in environment and the evil treatment he received, he suffered from insomnia for the rest of his life. This played an important part in his literary imagination (Sandison A.G.). His parents removed him from the rigidly Calvinistic foster home and placed him in a private school at the age of twelve. The English schoolboy code of honor and duty deeply affected his views in later life, especially when it involved loyalty to a group or a team.
Returning to India in 1882 he worked as a newspaper reporter and a part-time writer and this helped him to gain a rich experience of colonial life which he later presented in his stories and poems (Martinez, Gabriel A.). In 1886 he published his first volume of poetry,‘Departmental Ditties’ and between 1887 and 1889 he published six volumes of short stories set in and concerned with the India he had come to know and love so well. When he returned to England he found himself already recognized and acclaimed as a brilliant writer. Over the immediately following years he published some of his most exquisite works including his most acclaimed poem "Recessional" and most famed novel "Kim". In 1907 Kipling won the Nobel prize in literature in consideration of the power of observation, originality of imagination, virility of ideas and remarkable talent for narration which characterized his writings.
Death of both his children, Josephine and John, deeply affected his life. Both these incidents left a profound impression on his life, which his works published in the subsequent years after their deaths displays. Between 1919 and 1932 he travelled intermittently, and continued to publish stories, poems, sketches and historical works though his output dwindled. As he grew older his works display his preoccupation with physical and psychological strain, breakdown, and recovery. In 1936, plagued by illness, he passed away into the world beyond, leaving behind a legacy that will live for centuries to come.
 Rudyard Kipling's ashes were buried in Poets' Corner, part of the South Transept of Westminster Abbey, where many literary people are buried or commemorated.

CHARLES DICKENS

[image: D:\Скачанное\i.jpeg]Charles Dickens was born at Portsmouth on the 7th of February,1812. His father was a clerk in the Navy Pay Office. When Dickens was about four years of age his family moved to Chatham. There Dickens went to school. In his tenth year the family left Chatham and settled down in a mean street in London. Things went from bad to worse and soon Dickens's father was imprisoned for debt and the family home sold up. Little Charles had to work at a blacking factory. He had to paste labels on the jars of  blaking in a warehouse. He received six shillings a week, and had to live in miserable lodgings, and for two years he never had sufficient to eat.
His poverty, however, brought him into contract with the homes of the very poor, with their modes of life, their hopes and fears. This was of great value to him when he became an author.
After two years Dickens's father came into some money enabling him to leave prison and send Charles to a private school. After his schooldays he became a clerk in a lawyer's office, and in his spare time studied short hand. When he was nineteen he was able to do some reporting in the House of Commons for newspapers. As a reporter he often had to go to the country and he described his experiences "on the road" in many of his novels. In 1833 Dickens published a number of papers under the title Sketches by Boz but it was in 1836 that he suddenly rose to fame. A firm of publishers asked Dickens to write some short articles to illustrate a number of amusing pictures they intended to publish. Thus was born the famous Pickwick Papers. This book, full of  humour, brought him world-wide fame. Dickens followed up his triumph with a quick succession of novels, among them Oliver Twist, Nicholas Nickleby, The Old Curiosity Shop, Great Expectation, Little Dorrit, Dombey and Son, David Copperfield and many others.

1. This writer is widely regarded as the greatest writer in the English language and the world’s prominent dramatist. He is often called the “Bard of Avon” as it is his native city. His surviving works consist of 38 plays, 154 sonnets, two long narrative poems, and several other poems. His plays have been translated into even major living languages, and are performed more often then those of ant other playwright. The most popular among them are “King Lear”, “Macbeth”, “Richard III”, “Hamlet”, “Romeo and Juliet” and others (William Shakespear).
2. He was born in San Francisco. During his life he had to change many professions. He travelled a lot and once the result of his trip were wonderful stories “The Son of Wolf”, “Love of Life”, “The White Fang”, “The White Silence” and many other interesting ones. One of his novels, “Martin Eden”, is nearly biographical  (Jack London).
3. The humorist was born in doctor’s family. In literary heredity he is famous by his pen name. A twist of plot, which turns on ironic or coincidental circumstances, is typical of his stories about ordinary Americans. These stories with happy end are loved by people all over the world. Among them are: “The Furnished Room”, “The Gift Of Magi”, “The Last Leaf” (O’Henry).
4. The American writer and humorist was born in Florida, Missouri. His pen name means “two fathoms” (12 feet) deep, which are safe for navigating. He worked as a steamboat pilot on the Mississipi River until the American Civil War (1861-1865) brought an end to travel on the river. His greatest creations are “The Adventures of Tom Saweyr” and “The Adventures Of Hucklebberry Finn” (Mark Twain).
5. He is remembered for works such as “A Modest Proposal”, “A Journal to Stella”, “The Battle of the Book”, “Gulliver Travells”. But this author is less known for his poetry as he originally published all of his works under pen names or anonymously (Jonathan Swift).
6. This English writer and humorist was the youngest of four children in the family. He had to leave school at 14 and worked as a clerk, a hack journalist, an actor and even a schoolmaster. Between his ambitions in life were four: 1. to edit a successful journal; 2. to write a successful play; 3. to write a successful book; 4. to become a Member of Parliament. He is famous for one of the masterpieces of modern times, his humorous travelogue “Three Man in a Boat” (Jerome Klapka Jerome).
7. As a prolific 19th Century author of short stories, plays, novellas, novels, fiction and non, during his lifetime the author became known the world over for his remarkable characters, his mastery of prose in the telling of their lives and his depictions of the social classes, mores and values of his times. Some considered him the spokeman for the poor, for he definitely brought much awareness to their plight, the the downtrodden and the have-nots. In his childhood he was fond of reading Henry Fielding, Daniel Defoe, Oliver Goldsmith. And later he was still fond of books. He wrote: My father had left a small collection of books in a little room upstairs, to which I had access (for it enjoined my own) and which nobody else in our house ever troubled.  He is the author of the masterpieces “Oliver Twist”, “Nicholas Nickleby, “The Old Curiosity Shop”, “Domby and Son”, “David Copperfield” (Charles Dickens).
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
